The following explanation addresses line items with the Chargemaster that reflects blanks or zeroes in the rate columns:
1. Line items that contain a “2” in the column header “TP” represent counters in the CDM
These are not patient chargeable items, and may be utilized for a variety of purposes, including clinical service tracking and reporting.
1. Line items that contain a “0” or “1” in the column header “TP” and contain a $0.00 in the rate columns are chargeable items that do not  have an established (fixed)rate.
These rates are routinely calculated based upon cost (which may vary significantly by vendor or item features) plus established mark-up.
The following explanation addresses blanks or alpha characters in the Medi-Cal procedure column:
1. Line items that are not valued in the Medi-Cal column default to the Medicare column for HCPC assignment
1. Line items that contain alpha characters in the Medi-Cal column default to the Medicare column for the HCPC assignment. The alpha characters represent modifiers that attach to the HCPC code.
