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I Present on Admission Reporting Interim Changes 
 
     The Office of Statewide Health Planning and Development (OSHPD) is currently in the process of 
preparing regulation changes to accommodate the new Present on Admission (POA) criteria.  OSHPD is 
adopting the POA reporting requirements and guidelines described in the UB-04 Data Specifications Manual 
and the ICD-9-CM Official Guidelines for Coding and Reporting, with the exception that a reporting option of 
“1” will be used for “unreported/not used.” 
     In the meantime, due to the October 1, 2007 implementation of POA billing requirements to the Centers for 
Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) and other reimbursement sources, starting with the July 1, 2007 
through December 31, 2007 report period: 
 

• OSHPD will accept the current Condition Present on Admission codes:  Y, N, and U, as well as the 
new POA value codes:  W and 1. 
 
Exempted diagnosis codes will need to be reported with a POA indicator of 1.  Blank POA on 
diagnosis codes will be flagged as invalid. 
 

• OSHPD will not accept the POA indicators on E-codes as there is no field to collect.  Submitting POA 
for E-codes may cause transmittal error. 

 
     Facilities that have been identified as exempt from reporting POA requirements for CMS will still need to 
report those indicators to OSHPD.
